Archbishop to honour 17 men, women for service

Awards from Pope Francis to be bestowed at Nov. 24 Mass in Vancouver

VANCOUVER (Oct. 25, 2013) — Seventeen men and women of the Archdiocese of Vancouver will be
recognized for their outstanding service to the Church on Sunday, Nov. 24.

Archbishop J. Michael Miller, CSB, will confer the papal honours awarded by Pope Francis at a Mass at Holy
Rosary Cathedral. The Mass will also officially close the Year of Faith, during which Pope Emeritus Benedict
invited Catholics to rediscover the gift of faith and to seek new ways of proclaiming it.
